And our suc-

cess rate reflects our commitment to our residents: over 80 % of those men who 

have completed our program remain clean and sober to this day. 

 

Our program director, Dr. Ed Kohler, along with our support staff Tomas Za-

mudio, Michael Olinger and Miguel Palacios have been on the forefront: nur-

turing, challenging, and motivating residents to rise to the occasion and become 

contributing members of society.

Pro-

ceeds from the event will go directly toward operational expenses and making 

our services available to those without funds.

They co-

hosted a star-studded show that included performances by Broadway musical 

artists Jennifer Talten from Rent; Kathy Deitch from Wicked; and Julie Garnye 

from Les Miserables; Mr. Nick Sweetôs guitar number filled the air with melody and romance; Our Lady J with the 

Train-To-Kill Gospel Choir and the Ruby Friedman Orchestra blew the audience away.

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On February 10, 2010, I walked up the front steps of the McIntyre House. One more time I burned through 

money, friends, family and home. I did not really know what to expect from the McIntyre House. I just wanted 

the madness to stop but did not know how to make it so. My belongings fit into two ripped duffel bags and a 

rolling luggage cart with a missing wheel. The perfect metaphor! 

 

I couldnôt really talk much during the first couple of weeks. The pain and anguish from years of using crystal 

meth came gushing up like a geyser. All I did was cry. I was so beaten and battered by the disease of addiction 

that I was finally willing to follow some simple direction. Slowly my life began to change. The McIntyre House 

taught me about my disease and what to do about it. It also taught me that I never have to go through anything in 

this life alone. Best of all, they believed in me. 

 

I completed the program and left the House after eleven and a half months. It was the best thing I had ever done 

for myself. Today my life is nothing short of brilliant. Thatôs not to say I donôt go through it sometimes. Itôs just 

so much better! Iôm working at a job I love, while attending school pursuing a degree that up to now I only 

dreamed about. And I have friends today, I am eternally grateful to the McIntyre House and everybody in it.
